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BY-LAWS 
OF THE 

ARIZONA STATE 
TRAPSHOOTING ASSOCIATION 

AN ARIZONA NON-PROFIT CORPORATION 

 
  

NAME 

 
 This Arizona Non-Profit Corporation shall be known as the ARIZONA STATE 
TRAPSHOOTING ASSOCIATION. 
 

ARTICLE II 
PURPOSE 

 
The purposes for which this corporation is organized are: 

a) The governing of the Annual Trapshooting Tournament of the State of Arizona and the sport 
of trapshooting in the State of Arizona in conformity with the rules and regulations of 
the Amateur Trapshooting Association and furtherance of the best interests of the 
trapshooters of this state. 

b) To be the affiliate of the Amateur Trapshooting Association for the State of Arizona. 
c) To conduct the business in general of the Arizona State Trapshooting Association. 
d) To encourage and promote the sport of trapshooting and to promote good fellowship and 

true sportsmanship through the sport of trapshooting. 
e) To encourage and promote the safe and lawful use and care of firearms for sporting 

purposes and to educate the public in regard to thereto. 
f) All other purposes set forth in the Articles of incorporation or required or permitted under 

the laws of the State of Arizona. 
 
 

ARTICLE III 
MEMBERSHIP 

 
 The membership of this corporation shall be composed of regularly organized gun clubs 
within the State of Arizona and of individual members residing in the State of Arizona. 

SECTION 1:  CLUB MEMBERSHIP 

 Any gun club within the State of Arizona, with facilities to engage in Trapshooting, and 
having shooting grounds and with sufficient sanitary facilities, whose application is endorsed by a 
majority of the Board of Directors of this Association shall become a member of the Arizona State 
Trapshooting Association.  Only gun clubs who are members of this Association will be permitted to 
conduct registered trapshooting tournaments.  Gun Clubs shall not be entitled to vote at meetings of 
this association. 
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SECTION 2:  INDIVIDUAL MEMBERSHIP 

 Any person who is a resident of the State of Arizona and is of good moral character and 
standing in his/her community and who is a member in good standing of the Amateur Trapshooting 
association may become a member of the Arizona State Trapshooting Association.  A resident is 
defined as a person who has demonstrated intent to reside within the State of Arizona.  Intent may 
be demonstrated by taking some or all of the following steps:  registering to vote, owning or renting 
a residence, enrolling children in school, obtaining a drivers license, registering vehicles, paying 
local income taxes, etc. 
 In order to compete for Amateur Trapshooting Association or Association provided 
Resident trophies or titles at the Annual or Zone Trapshooting Tournaments of the State of Arizona 
a member shall have been a resident for six months prior to the starting date of the Annual or Zone 
Trapshooting Tournament and a member of this Association.  Individual members in good standing 
shall be entitled to one vote at meetings of the Association and must be present in person to vote. 

SECTION 3:  TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP 

 The Board of Directors, by an affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of all of the Directors of 
the Board of Directors, may suspend or expel a member for cause after an appropriate hearing for a 
period of time or permanently.  Causes of Termination and /or Suspension: 

a) Resignation of a member; 
b) Occurrence of any event that renders a member ineligible for membership, or failure to 

satisfy membership qualifications; 
c) An expulsion of the member under Section 3 of Article III of the bylaws, based on the good 

faith determination by the Board, or a committee or person authorized by the Board to 
make such a determination, that the member has failed in a material and serious degree to 
observe the rules of conduct of the corporation, or has engaged in conduct materially and 
seriously prejudicial to the purposes and interests of the corporation; 

d) Conduct tending to injure the good name, disturb the well-being, or hamper the work of the 
ASTA, ATA, individual Members, Gun Club Members or ASTA Board Members. 

SECTION 4:  REINSTATEMENT 

 Upon written request signed by a former member who has been suspended or expelled for 
cause and filed with the Secretary, the Board of Directors may , by an affirmative vote of two-thirds 
(2/3) of all the directors of the Board of Directors, reinstate such a former member.  Inactive 
members may become active at any time by paying current dues and shooting 100 targets. 

SECTION 5:  ASSOCIATE MEMBERS 

 Non-Residents of the State of Arizona who are members in good standing of State or 
Provincial Associations other than Arizona may become Associate Members of the Association.  
Associate membership is extended as a courtesy and the Associate Member shall have no rights, 
including no voting right, and shall not be eligible to win Resident trophies at State or Zone 
Tournaments, but shall be accorded privileges which shall be determined from time to time by the 
Board of Directors. 
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SECTION 6:  INACTIVE MEMBERS 

 Annual Members who cease paying dues shall become inactive members.  Inactive members 
shall not be entitled to vote, or hold office. 

SECTION 7:  DELINQUENT MEMBERS 

 Resident shooters who participate in registered tournaments who fail to pay ATA dues shall 
automatically be suspended from Association membership until they bring current and reimburse 
the Association for any penalty levied on the Association by the ATA. 

SECTION 8:  DISSEMINATION OF BY-LAWS 

 A copy of the By-Laws and the Standing Rules and Regulations shall be furnished, without 
additional charge, to each member at the time he/she first becomes a member of the Association.  
Additional copies of the By-Laws and Standing Rules and Regulations may be obtained from the 
Secretary at nominal charge. 
 

ARTICLE IV 
DUES 

 
 The membership year shall run concurrently with that of the Amateur Trapshooting 
Association.  Membership dues shall be paid prior to a member participating in his/her first 
registered shoot of the new target year. 
 The Board of Directors may from time to time modify the Dues of this Association. 
 

ARTICLE V 
FEES 

SECTION 1:  DAILY FEES 

 A daily State fee, the amount of which shall be determined for each target year by the Board 
of Directors, shall be charged each shooter at all registered tournaments held in the state of 
Arizona.  The club holding a registered tournament shall be responsible for the collection of such 
fees, and shall remit such fees to the Treasurer of the Association within (ten) days of the 
tournament. 

SECTION 2:  HOME GROUND MONIES 

 $20,000.00 will be placed into a separate fund for the purpose of purchasing “home 
grounds”.  The Secretary/ Treasurer is directed to add to the Home Ground Fund Each year an 
amount not greater than 10% of the association’s annual income. 
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ARTICLE VI 
MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERS 

SECTION 1:  ANNUAL MEETING 

 An Annual Meeting of the members shall be held each year at the Annual Tournament and 
shall be scheduled in accordance with Amateur Trapshooting Association rules.  Notice of the 
Annual Meeting setting forth the date, time and place shall be printed in the official program of the 
Annual Tournament. 

SECTION 2:  SPECIAL MEETING 

Special meetings of this Association may be called by the President or upon request of a 
majority of the Board of Directors or by written request of twenty (20) percent of the active 
members of the Association with voting rights. 
 

Notice setting forth the purpose of the meeting shall be included with the notice for  the 
special meeting.  The notice of the meeting shall be deemed delivered when deposited in the United 
States mail with postage prepaid. 
 

 No business shall be transacted at special meetings of this Association that is not 
specifically set for in the notice. 

SECTION 3:  ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING AGENDA 

The business conducted at the Annual Meeting of the Association shall consist of the following: 
a) Call to Order, 
b) Reading of the Minutes, 
c) Report of the Officers, 
d) Report of Committees, 
e) Unfinished Business, 
f) New Business, 
g) Comments from the Floor, 
h) State Team Introduction, 
i) Hall of Fame Introductions, 
j) Election of Director, 
k) Election of Delegate and Alternates, 
l) Adjournment. 

The order in which the business is conducted shall be left to the Board of Directors. 

SECTION 4:  QUORUM 

A quorum of members shall consist of twenty (20) percent of the active membership of the 
Association for Annual or Special Meetings of the Association.  For purposes of this determination 
Active member means; are a member of the ATA, ASTA and have registered 100 targets in the 
target year of the meeting. 
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SECTION 5:  MANNER OF ACTING 

The act of a majority of the active members present at the Annual or Special Meeting at 
which a quorum is present except where otherwise provided by law or these By-Laws shall be the 
act of the membership. 

 

ARTICLE VII 
BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

SECTION 1:  GENERAL POWERS 

 The management of the affairs of this Association shall reside in this Board of Directors. 

SECTION 2:  DUTIES 

 The Board of Directors shall have general charge of the affairs of the Association.  They shall 
assume such duties as are not specifically assigned to the other officers or committees; they shall 
appoint such committees as they deem advisable; they shall supervise all tournaments given under 
the auspices of this Association; they shall select the site of the Annual Tournament, arrange for the 
program thereof, and have full charge of all matters pertaining thereto, they shall collectively serve 
as the Tournament Committee for the annual Tournament, they shall  approve the scheduling of all 
registered tournaments held within the State of Arizona and shall authorize the Secretary to affix 
his/her signature to tournament applications for approved tournaments.  They shall have charge of 
all matters relative to the activities and finances of the Association.  They shall conduct any 
investigation of complaint against an individual member or member club believed guilty of 
unsportsmanlike conduct, or of conduct prejudicial to the best interests of the Association, its 
members or the sport of trapshooting.  They shall take whatever actions they may consider 
appropriate to encourage and develop the sport of trapshooting, increase the membership, enhance 
registered trapshooting, fostering of good sportsmanship and any other purpose delineated in 
these By-Laws or the Articles of Incorporation. 

SECTION 3:  NUMBER AND QUALIFICATIONS (BY-LAWS AMENDED 6/1/06) 

The Board of Directors shall consist of nine (9) Directors who are members in good standing of 
this Association and the Amateur Trapshooting Association. 

a) Directors shall at the time of their election and during their term of office be residents of this 
State, and their respective Zones.  A member’s Zone residency shall be determined by the Zip 
Code of the member’s home address. 

b) Candidates for the Board must have registered not less than 4000 targets in the ATA target 
year preceding the year of their candidacy. 

c) Seated Board members must have registered 4000 targets in the ATA target year preceding 
the year of the Annual Meeting. 

d) Candidates for Zone Director and seated Board members will have their qualification 
requirements verified by the State Delegate or his or her designee. 
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SECTION 4:  TENURE 

Directors shall be elected to a term of three (3) years and they shall individually hold office 
until their individual successors have been duly elected and qualified by the Board of Directors. 

SECTION 5:  METHOD OF ELECTION (AMENDED 6/1/2006) 

a) One (1) Director from each Zone shall be elected each year at the annual meeting and serve a 
three (3) year term. 

b) Only residents of a designated Zone are eligible to nominate and cast ballots for that Zone’s 
Director. 

c) A member’s Zone residency shall be determined by the Zip Code of the member’s home address 
d) Should a candidate not be available from any Zone for any reason, a candidate will be 

nominated from the general membership to fill the Zone seat. 
i) Only residents of the Zone without a Zone candidate may nominate and vote for a 

candidate to fill their director vacancy 
e) Should an election end in a tie, the following procedures will be used to determine the winner 

i) The candidate with the highest total number of registered targets on record for the ATA 
target year preceding the election will be declared the winner. 

ii) Should the tie not be broken per the above section the candidate with the highest total 
number of  lifetime ATA registered targets on record in the target year preceding the 
election will be declared the winner. 

SECTION 6:  MEETINGS 

Meetings of the Board of Directors may be called at the direction of the President, Vice 
President or at the written request of a majority of the Directors, except that an Annual Meeting will 
be held following the Annual Meeting of the Members for the purpose of electing officers of the 
Association.  Meetings of the Board of Directors may be held anywhere in the State of Arizona with 
the exception that the Annual Meeting shall take place at the same place as the Annual Meeting of 
the Members. 

SECTION 7:  NOTICE 

Notice of any meeting of the Board of Directors except for the Annual Meeting, shall set 
forth the date, time and place and shall be given at least ten (10) days prior by written notice or E-
mail.  E-Mail shall be deemed delivered when the Secretary receives the notice of receipt of the E-
Mail within 10 days. .  In the event the Secretary does not receive the e-mail receipt within 10 days, 
the Secretary shall send the notice by United States Mail.  Such notice shall be deemed to be 
delivered when deposited in the United States Mail addressed to the Director, postage prepaid.  Any 
Director may waive notice of any meetings.  The attendance of a Director at any meeting shall not 
constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting.  Neither the business to be transacted nor the 
purpose of the meting of the Board of Directors need be specified in the notice of the meeting unless 
required by these By-Laws. 
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SECTION 8:  QUORUM 

 Five (5) of the Directors of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum for the 
transaction of business at any meeting of the Board; provided that if less than five (5) of the 
Directors are present at said meeting a majority of Directors present may adjourn the meeting from 
time to time without further notice. 

SECTION 9:  MANNER OF ACTING 

 The act of a majority of the Directors present at a meeting at which a quorum is present 
shall be the act of the Board of Directors except where otherwise provided by these By-Laws. 

SECTION 10:  DISQUALIFICATION (AMENDED 6/1/2006) 

 If any member of the Board of Directors shall miss three (3) consecutive meetings, or shall 
cease to be a resident of the State of Arizona, his/her office on the Board of Directors shall 
automatically be declared vacant.  The secretary should so declare the office vacant and the board 
members from the disqualified member’s zone shall appoint someone to fill the vacancy.  Nothing shall 
preclude those board members from appointing the same person to fill the vacancy or any other 
person to fill the vacancy as long as they meet the target requirements.  The appointed Director will 
complete the remainder of the vacated Director’s term. 

SECTION 11:  VACANCIES 

 Vacancies created by resignation, death, or disqualification shall be filled for the remainder 
of the vacant directors term by a majority vote of the Board of Directors. 

SECTION 12:  COMPENSATION 

 Directors shall not receive any compensation for their services as a member of the Board of 
Directors provided that nothing herein contained shall be construed to preclude any Director from 
serving the Association in any other capacity and receiving compensation therefore. 
 

ARTICLE VIII 
OFFICERS 

SECTION 1:  STATUTORY AGENT 

 The Association shall have and continuously maintain in this State a statutory office and a 
Statutory Agent whose office is identical with such statutory office and may have other offices 
within the State of Arizona as the Board of Directors may from time to time determine. 
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SECTION 2:  OFFICERS 

 The officers of this Association shall be a President, a Vice President, a Treasurer, a 
Secretary or a Secretary-Treasurer and such other officers as may be elected in accordance with the 
provisions of these By-Laws.  The Board of Directors may elect or appoint such others officers, 
including one or more assistant secretaries and assistant treasurers as it shall deem desirable, such 
officers shall have the authority and perform the duties prescribed from time to time by the Board 
of Directors.  Any two or more offices may be held by the same person, except for the office of 
President, which cannot be held in conjunction with any other office except membership on the 
board of Directors. 

SECTION 3:  ELECTION AND TERM 

 The officers of the Association shall be elected annually at the first Board of Directors 
meeting following the election of the new Board of Directors.  Vacancies may be filled or new offices 
created or filled at any meeting of the Board of Directors.  Each officer shall hold office until his/her 
successor shall have been duly elected and qualified by the Board of Directors. 

SECTION 4:  REMOVAL 

 Any officer or agent of this Association elected or appointed by the Board of Directors may 
be removed by the Board of Directors whenever in its judgment the best interests of the Association 
would be served thereby.  Officer and agents may be removed based upon an affirmative vote of a 
majority of the Directors of the Board of Directors. 

SECTION 5:  VACANCIES 

 A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal, disqualification or otherwise, 
may be filled by the Board of Directors for the unexpired portion of the term. 

SECTION 6:  PRESIDENT 

 The President shall be the principal executive officer of the Association and shall in general 
supervise and control all of the business and affairs of the Association.  He/she shall preside at all 
meetings of the member and of the Board of Directors.  He/she shall sign, with the Secretary or any 
other  proper officer of the Association authorized by the Board of Directors, deeds, mortgages, 
bonds, contracts or other instruments authorized to be executed by the Board of Directors; shall 
appoint nominating committees for Directors and Delegates; and in general, shall perform all duties 
incident to the office of President and to see that the purposes for which this Association was 
organized be carried into effect; and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board of 
Directors from time to time. 
 
 To the extent directed by the Board of Directors, the President shall act as the official 
representative of the Association in all contacts with other organizations, government departments, 
commissions, agencies and bodies.  He/she shall also serve as ex-officio member of all committees.  
The President shall be a member of the Board of Directors and shall serve without compensation. 
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SECTION 7:  VICE PRESIDENT 

 It shall be the duty of the Vice President to assist the President.  In the absence of the 
President or in the event of his/her inability or refusal to act, the Vice President shall perform the 
duties of the President, and when so acting shall have all the powers of and be subject to, all the 
restrictions upon the president.  The Vice President shall perform such other duties as from time to 
time may be assigned to him/her by the President or the Board of Directors.  The Vice President 
shall be a member of the Board of Directors and shall serve without compensation. 

SECTION 8:  TREASURER 

 The Treasurer shall collect all dues and fees; shall be custodian of all monies, securities, 
vouchers and trophies of the Association and shall preserve the receipts for all monies paid.  
He/she is authorized to receive information (associated with the ATA or the ASTA), bills, legal 
papers and goods for this Association and shall preserve the receipts for all monies paid.  He/she is 
authorized to receive for this Association all funds due from individual and club members, the 
Amateur Trapshooting Association, and contributions to the Annual Tournament.  He/she shall 
deposit all monies to the credit of the Association in such bank or banks, as the Board of Directors 
may designate.  All withdrawals of funds from the Association bank accounts must be by check duly 
signed by the Secretary and President. The Treasurer shall make no disbursements, except for 
incidental expenses such as postage, printing and stationary, unless authorized by order of the 
Board of Directors.  A full detailed report of all monies received and disbursed by him shall be made 
quarterly and at the Annual Meeting of the Members.  All books and statements of the Treasurer 
may be audited by a committee of members or by a certified public accountant appointed by the 
President and approved by the Board of Directors.  The Treasurer and other officers involved in the 
collection deposit or disbursement of funds shall be bonded in such sum as may be deemed 
adequate by the Board of Directors.  Premiums on said bond shall be an expense of the Association. 
The Treasurer may be a member of the Board of Directors or may be a non-member of the Board of 
Directors.  If a non-member of the Board of Directors he/she shall not be entitled to vote.  The 
Treasurer may be compensated at a rate set by the Board of Directors. 

SECTION 9:  SECRETARY 

 The Secretary shall keep the Minutes of the Meetings of Members and of the meetings of the 
Board of Directors in one or more books provided for the purpose, see that all notices are duly 
given in accordance with the provision of these By-laws; be custodian of the Association records 
and to sign all documents the execution of which on behalf of the Association is in accordance with 
the provision of these By-laws; act as Statutory Agent for the Association, shall prepare, count and 
safeguard election ballots, and in general perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and 
such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him/her by the President or by the Board 
of Directors.  The Secretary shall arrange for all meetings of the Association and shall act as 
Secretary for all meetings thereof, shall conduct the general correspondence of the Association, file 
appropriate reports as required by law with State and Federal Agencies, and shall compile and 
disseminate such information as may be required by the members under the rules and regulation of 
the Associations and shall present bills for all expenses incurred to the Treasurer for 
reimbursement.  He/she shall mail Amateur Trapshooting Association Registered Tournament 
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Application blanks and other information on the conduct of registered tournaments to member 
clubs in the State and shall sign such completed application for Registered Tournaments as may 
have been approved by the Board of Directors and forward same to the Amateur Trapshooting 
Association.  The secretary shall maintain the list of ASTA life members and their status, as well as 
the annual members and their status.  Additionally, at the end of each target year, the Secretary 
shall certify to the board the number of active members the state had on the last day of the target 
year.  The Secretary may be a member of the Board of Directors or may be a non-member of the 
Board of Directors.  If a non-member of the Board of Directors he/she shall not be entitled to vote.  
The Secretary may be compensated at a rate set by the Board of Directors. 

SECTION 10: INDEMNIFICATION 

 Each person who has been, now is, or hereafter shall be a member of the Board of Directors 
or an officer of the Association shall be indemnified by the Association to the extent of its funds and 
as permitted by law against all expenses reasonably incurred by him in connection with any action, 
suit, proceedings, or the settlement or compromise thereof, or payment of an judgment or fine 
resulting there from in which he may become involved by reason of any action taken or omitted by 
him, provided that such action was taken or omitted in good faith for the association.  A Director or 
officer who is the subject of an action described in this paragraph shall immediately notify the 
Secretary.  Compromises or settlements entered into shall be approved by the Board of Directors if 
the affected officer or Director is to be indemnified by the Association. 
 

ARTICLE IX 
ATA STATE DELEGATE 

SECTION 1:  STATE DELEGATE 

  Each year at the Annual Meeting of the Members the Association shall elect a State 
Delegate representing the Arizona State Trapshooting Association to the Amateur Trapshooting 
Association in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of that Association.  The State Delegate 
shall have the qualifications set forth in the Rules and Regulations of the Amateur Trapshooting 
Association.  The State Delegate shall serve for a term of one year or until his/her successor shall 
have been duly elected and qualified by the Board of Directors of the Association. 

SECTION 2:  ALTERNATE DELEGATES 

   Each year at the Annual Meeting of the Members the Association shall elect a State 
Alternate Delegate representing the Arizona State Trapshooting Association to the Amateur 
Trapshooting Association in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of that Association. The 
State Alternate Delegate shall have the qualifications set forth in the Rules and Regulations of the 
Amateur Trapshooting Association.  The State Alternate Delegate shall serve for a term of one year 
or until his/her successor shall have been duly elected and qualified by the Board of Directors of 
the Association. 
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SECTION 3:  ELECTION 

 Nomination for candidates for the position of Delegate and Alternate Delegates shall be 
made by a nominating committee appointed by the President.  Additional nominations may be 
made from the floor at the Annual Meeting.  Election shall be based upon written ballot.  Election of 
the Delegate shall be based upon the person who receives the most votes from among those 
nominated for the position of State Delegate.  Election of First and Second Alternates shall be based 
upon the two persons receiving the most votes and second most votes from among those 
nominated for the position of Alternate Delegate.  

SECTION 4:  DUTIES 

 The State Delegate shall serve as liaison between the State Association and the Amateur 
Trapshooting Association and shall perform all duties of that office as established by the Rules and 
Regulations of the Amateur Trapshooting Association.  The State Delegate or his/her Alternates are 
expected to attend the Annual State Tournament, the Annual Zone Tournaments, the ATA Western 
Zone Tournament and the ATA Grand American.  Alternative Delegates shall assist the State 
Delegate in carrying out his/her duties and in his/her absence shall act for the delegate. 

SECTION 5:  ADDITIONAL OFFICES 

 The State Delegate or Alternate Delegates may also hold the office of Director of the 
Association.  If the State Delegate is also a Director he/she may not hold any other office in the 
Association.  Alternate Delegates may hold any office to which they are elected.  If the State Delegate 
is not a Director of the Association he/she shall then serve as an ex-officio non-voting member of 
the Board of Directors of the Association and shall be expected to attend all meetings thereof. 

SECTION 6:  STATE HANDICAP COMMITTEE 

 The State Handicap Committee shall handicap at the Annual State Tournament, the Annual 
Zone Tournaments and at any other Championship Tournament held in the State of Arizona 
including the ATA Western Zone Tournament wherein the Amateur Trapshooting Association shall 
not designate Handicapping to be performed under the auspices of the Amateur Trapshooting 
Association Central Handicap Committee.  The State Delegate shall serve as chairman of the State 
Handicap Committee.  In addition to the State Delegate, the State Handicap Committee shall be 
composed of the President of the Association and the First Alternate Delegate and other officer or 
directors of the Association. 

SECTION 7:  COMPENSATION 

 The State Delegate and Alternate Delegates shall serve without compensation; however the 
Board of Directors will compensate the Delegate at the rate of $1000.00 for his/her attendance at 
the National Trapshooting Championships. 
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SECTION 8:  SUCCESSION 

  If for any reason the State Delegate or the Alternate Delegates cannot perform their 
duties the President, if not the President the Vice President, shall serve as the Arizona Delegate. 
 

ARTICLE X 
FISCAL YEAR AND RECORDS 

SECTION 1:  FISCAL YEAR 

 The fiscal year of the Association shall run concurrently with that of the Amateur 
Trapshooting Association. 

SECTION 2:  BOOKS AND RECORDS 

 The Association shall keep correct and complete books and records of accounts and shall 
also keep Minutes of the proceedings of its Members and its Board of Directors and shall keep a 
record of all ASTA life members. 

SECTION3:  INSPECTION OF RECORDS 

 All books and records of the Association may be inspected by any member or his/her agent 
or attorney for any proper purpose at any reasonable time at a place designated by the Board of 
Directors for such purpose. 

 
ARTICLE XI 

AMENDMENTS TO THE BY-LAWS 

SECTION 1:  ADOPTION OF AMENDMENTS (AMENDED 6/1/2006) 

 Amendments, changes or deletions to these By-Laws may be introduced and approved by 
the Board of Directors.  Any member of the Board of Directors may submit proposed amendments to 
these By-Laws in writing to the Secretary.  Amendments shall require a unanimous vote for adoption.  

SECTION 2:  REVIEW BY THE MEMBERS (AMENDED 6/1/2006) 

a) Any amendment to these By-Laws adopted by the Board of Directors may be changed or 
repealed by the active membership of the Association.  To change or repeal an Amendment 
to the By-Laws approved by the Board of Directors a request in writing made by twenty 
(20) percent of the active membership from each of two Zones of the Association shall be 
submitted to the Secretary sixty (60) days prior to the next Annual meeting of the Members. 

b) No deletions or changes to the proposals can be made from the floor. 
c) A simple majority is required for passage. 
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ARTICLE XII 
TOURNAMENT RULES 

 

 The latest revised Rules and Regulation of the Amateur Trapshooting Association shall 
govern all tournaments and activities conducted under the auspices of the Association. 
 

ARTICLE XIII 
ANNUAL TOURNAMENT 

SECTION 1:  ANNUAL TOURNAMENT (AMENDED 10/4/2008) 

 The Arizona State Trapshooting tournament will be held at various clubs within the state on 
a rotation basis.  Initially (as of 2003) two clubs will be included in the rotation; Tucson Trap and 
Skeet club will host the shoot in 2003, followed by Red Mountain Trap and Skeet club in 2004.  
Arizona trap shooting clubs may apply in writing to the board of directors for consideration to be 
place in the rotation.  The Board has sole discretion to accept or reject a club’s application. 
 All clubs in the rotation agree to set the tournament target price at 83.37% of the average 
price of the Winter Chain Targets.  The resulting target price may be rounded up to the nearest 25 
cents. 
 Example:  Average winter chain target price=$23.50 x .8337%=$19.59.  The target price in 
this example would be rounded up to $19.75.  The winter chain target prices are those charged by 
the clubs in the rotation the same year the state shoot is held. 

In consideration for agreeing to the target price setting procedure the Arizona State 
Trapshooting Association (ASTA) agrees to pay for or supply the following to the club hosting the 
annual tournament: 
 

a) The High Over All (1000 targets) trophies from Wednesday through Sunday. 
b) Printing and mailing of the state shoot program. 
c) Publish such ads advertising the shoot, as the board deems effective. 
d) Pay a $3800 subsidy to the host club. 
e) Host a dinner Saturday night.  The ASTA may charge non-shooters for the dinner, as they 

deem appropriate. 
f) Provide added money, giveaway items, or other incentives, as the board deems 

“appropriate.” 

SECTION 2:  QUALIFICATION FOR RESIDENT AWARDS 

 In order for a member to qualify for resident trophies provided by the Amateur 
Trapshooting Association of this Association at the Annual or Zone Tournament a member shall 
have been an Arizona resident for six (6) months and a member of this Association prior to the 
starting date of the Annual State or Zone Trapshooting Tournament.  An Arizona resident may join 
the ATA and ASTA at the state shoot.  Nothing shall preclude a member who does not meet this 
requirement to compete for Open or Non-Resident trophies at the Annual Tournament.  
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SECTION 3: 

 The Gun Club awarded the Annual State Tournament shall enter into a contract with the 
Association covering the fees due the Association, cost of targets, trophies, added money, shells and 
all other things being constructive or necessary in the conduct of a successful Annual Tournament. 

SECTION 4: 

 The winner of the Singles Championship at the Annual State Tournament shall be given 
$500 if he/she attends the National Trapshooting Championships and enters the “Champion of 
Champions” event. 

SECTION 5: 

 The Arizona State Trapshooting Teams for Men, Women, Juniors, Sub juniors, Veterans and 
Senior Veterans have been established to recognize the top shooters within the State on an annual 
basis.  Teams are based on a shooters composite average of all registered targets shot during the 
preceding ATA target year.  A shooters Singles average, Handicap average and Doubles average are 
added and divided by three to determine the composite average.  To be eligible for a team a shooter 
must register at least the following minimum targets. (Amended 11/9/2007) 

 
Men’s Team:    Singles  = 2500 
     Handicap = 2000 
     Doubles = 1000 
 
Women/Veteran/Senior Veteran: Singles  = 2000 
     Handicap = 1000 
     Doubles = 500 
 
Juniors/Sub Juniors:   Singles  = 1000     
     Handicap = 500     
     Doubles = 500   

The Board of Directors will recognize the top three shooters with the highest average in 
Singles, Handicap and Doubles.  To be eligible a shooter must register the minimum total target 
required for that specialty, per the state team minimum target requirements, and have the highest 
average in the state for that discipline.  In addition, the shooter registering the most targets during 
the target year will be recognized. 
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ARTICLE XIV 
STATE ZONES  
(Amended 6/1/2006) 

 
Individual and Club members shall be organized into three zones.  Zones “A”, “B” and “C” are 
defined as follows:

ARTICLE XV 

REGISTERED TOURNAMENTS 

SECTION 1:  GENERAL 

 All Registered Tournaments will be approved by the Board of Directors prior to applications 
being signed by the secretary and forwarded to the Amateur Trapshooting Association.  Only Gun 
Clubs who are members in good standing of this Association shall be permitted to hold Registered 
Tournaments. 

SECTION 2:  ANNUAL SCHEDULING MEETING 

 To assist Clubs in establishing the annual registered tournament schedule the Association 
shall hold a meeting annually to set the tournament schedule for the following year. 

SECTION 3:  ADDITIONAL TOURNAMENTS OR MODIFICATION 

 Any member club wishing to add a registered tournament or otherwise modify the 
approved schedule of tournaments shall apply for such tournament or modification to the 
Secretary.  The Secretary may approve all such actions if the proposed action is not in conflict with 
another club shoot dates.  If a conflict exists the Secretary will contact the parties involved and 
determine if the change is acceptable to all parties.  If the change is acceptable the Secretary will 
approve the change.  If the change is not acceptable to all parties, the Secretary will refer the 
conflict to the Board of Directors for resolution. 
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ARTICLE XVI 
SEAL 

 
 The Seal of the Arizona State Trapshooting Association shall be the Great Seal of the State of 
Arizona encircled by the name “Arizona State Trapshooting Association”. 
 

 
ARTICLE XVII 

RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 
 The Board of Directors shall adopt Rules and Regulations for the implementation of these 
By-Laws.  Rules and Regulations may be amended, added to or deleted from time to time by the 
Board of Directors.  Standing Rules and Regulations should be published from time to time for the 
edification and guidance of the members of the Association. 

 
ARTICLE XVIII 

CONFLICTS 

 
 To the extent that a conflict exists between the current By-Laws or Rules and Regulations of 
the Amateur Trapshooting Association, the Rules and Regulations of the Amateur Trapshooting 
association shall take precedence. 
 
Proposed wording changes amending these By-Laws was passed by the membership by mail in ballot.  
These By-Laws were amended on June 1, 2006. 
 
New State Team Target Requirements approved by the Board of Directors during the November 9, 
2007 Board meeting. 
 
The trophies provided by ASTA for the Annual Tournament was amended by the Board of Directors on 
October 4, 2008. 
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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION 

OF THE 

ARIZONA STATE TRAPSHOOTING ASSOCIATION 

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS: 
 That we, the undersigned, having associated ourselves together for the purpose of forming a 
non-profit corporation under and by virtue of the laws of the State of Arizona do herby adopt the 
following  Articles of  Incorporation: 
 
 

ARTICLE I 
 The name of this corporation shall be the ARIZONA STATE TRAPSHOOTING ASSOCIATION. 
 

ARTICLE II 
 The principal place of business of this corporation shall be Phoenix, Maricopa County, State 
of Arizona, and this corporation shall have such other place or places of business, either within or 
without the State of Arizona, as may be established from time to time by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE IV 
 The general nature of the business in which the corporation shall engage, and the objects 
and purposes of the corporation are as follows: 
 (a) To encourage and promote the sport of trapshooting and to serve as the Arizona 
State Association for the regulation of Trapshooting competition including, but not limited to, 
selection of the date and site and promulgation of regulations applicable to the Annual Arizona 
State Shoot. 
 (b) To serve as the Arizona Affiliate of the Amateur Trapshooting Association of 
America, Vandalia, Ohio. 
 (c) To encourage and promote the safe and lawful use and care of firearms for sporting 
purposes and to educate the public in regard thereto. 
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 (d) To cooperate with, aid, encourage, and conduct activities with other organizations 
having similar aims and purposes as this corporation. 
 (e) In furtherance of the aforementioned objectives and purposes, the corporation shall 
have the following powers: 
 (1) To acquire by means of lease, contract, purchase, conveyance, special use permit, or 
otherwise, and to own, hold, posses, enjoy and to sell, lease, rent, encumber, mortgage, pledge, and 
otherwise dispose of any and all classes of property whatsoever, whether real, personal or mixed, 
or any interest therein, and to construct buildings, structures, or improvements necessary or 
convenient for its corporate purposes. 
 (2) To buy, contract for, lease, and in any and all other ways acquire, take, hold, own and 
sell, mortgage, pledge, lease and otherwise dispose of franchise rights and governmental, state and 
territorial, county and municipal grants and concessions of every character which this corporation 
may deem advantageous in the prosecution of its business or in the maintenance, operation, 
development, or disposition of its property. 
 (3) To enter into, make, perform, and carry out contracts of any and every kind 
necessary, requisite or advantageous with respect to the business operation of this corporation 
with any government, state, community, municipality, person, firm, association, or corporation, 
domestic or foreign. 
 (4) To do all and everything necessary, suitable, or proper for the accomplishment of 
any of the purposes or attainment of any of the objects hereinabove enumerated, either alone or in 
a limited partnership, general partnership, joint venture, or association with other corporations, 
firms and individuals as principals, agents, brokers, partners and all lawful business that may be 
necessary or convenient in carrying on the business of said corporation and for purposes pertaining 
thereto, and to do every other act or acts, thing or things, incidental to, growing out of, or connected 
with said business, or any part of parts thereof. 
 

ARTICLE V 
 This corporation is not organized for pecuniary profit, nor shall it have any power to issue 
certificates of stock or declare dividends.  No part of the net income or property of the corporation 
shall inure to the benefit of any member, officer, or director. Membership in the corporation and 
terms of admission to membership shall be in accordance with the By-Laws of the corporation. 
 

ARTICLE VI 
 The business and affairs of this corporation shall be conducted by a Board of Directors of 
not less than three (3) nor more than twenty-five (25) members.  The Directors shall be members 
of the ARIZONA STATE TRAPSHOOOTING ASSOCIATION.  The number of Directors and the manner 
of their election shall be in accordance with the By-Laws.  The Board of Directors may fill any 
vacancies which may occur on the Board of Directors pending the next Annual Meeting of the 
members.  The Directors shall hold office for one (1) year, or until their successors are elected and 
qualified.  The By-Laws may provide for the creation of additional offices by the Board of Directors 
and continue from year to year until annulled by the Board of Directors.  At the Annual Meeting of 
the Association held on March 27, 1971, the following named persons, to-wit: RICHARD S. 
SHEPHERD, JIM STOCK, RICHARD SHEROD, PAUL BIANCO, MYRON BABBY, DON FINICAL, CLYDE H. 
THOMPSON, and LARRY SCHAUL were duly elected as Directors to serve until their successors have 
been elected and qualified. 
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ARTICLE VII 
 The private property of the members, directors and officers of this corporation shall be 
exempt from all corporate debts and liabilities of whatsoever kind of nature. 
 

ARTICLE VIII 
 The time of the commencement of this corporation shall be the date of the issuance to it of a 
Certificate of Incorporation by the Arizona State Corporation Commission, and the termination 
thereof shall be twenty-five (25) years thereafter, with the privilege of renewal as provided by law. 
 

ARTICLE IX 
 The Annual Meeting of the membership in this corporation shall be at a time and place as 
provided in the By-Laws of this corporation.  Other meetings of the membership or of the Directors 
or officers of the corporation may be held as provided by the By-Laws. 
   

ARTICLE X 
 The highest amount of indebtedness or liability, direct or contingent to which this 
corporation may be subject at any one time, shall not exceed the sum of TWENTY FIVE THOUSAND 
DOLLARS ($25,000.00). 
 

ARTICLE XI 
 This corporation does hereby appoint RICHARD S. SHEPHERD, 526 North Ironwood Drive, 
Mesa, Arizona 85201, who has been a bona fide resident of Arizona for at least three (3) years, as its 
lawful agent in and for the State of Arizona, for and on behalf of said corporation, to accept and 
acknowledge service of, and upon whom may be served all necessary process or processes in any 
action, suit, or proceeding that may be had or brought against said corporation in any of the Courts 
in the State of Arizona.
